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Some curbs back, govt says 157 dead in flood,
banks, markets open for Eid

EXPRESS NEWS SERVICE
New Delhi, August 11

WHILE THE CENTRE said it had
taken a number of measures to
bring back“normalcy”in Jammu
and Kashmir (J&K) on the eve of
Eid on Sunday, reports from the
Valley said some restrictions had
been reimposed.

AReutersreport said a police
van was seen driving around a
part of Srinagar, announcing
that restrictions had been im-
posed again and asking people
to stay indoors. Police check-
points were also placed on some
roads leading to the old quarter
of the city,and some streets in
central Srinagar.

The report quoted a senior
state government official as say-
ing thatan assessment of the sit-
uation would be made after a
video-conference with senior
police and administration offi-
cials from all the districts in the
Valley.“I do not think we will al-
low large gatherings,” he was
quoted as saying.

On Friday, after prohibitory
orders were relaxed for the first
time since the security lock-
down, following the govern-
ment’s decision to revoke the
state’s special status and bifur-
cate it into two Union Territories,
some incidents of stone-pelting
were reported.

According to the Reuters re-
port, J&K director general of Po-
lice Dilbag Singh said 1,000-
1,500 people were returning
from praying at mosques on Fri-
day when “some miscreants”
started pelting stones at security
officials. “It was a reaction to
stone pelting by these miscre-
ants that one or two rounds of
pump action gun was fired,”
Singh told Reuters,adding that
four to five men suffered in-
juries. Around 300 local leaders
had been detained, and some of
them had been taken out of
Kashmir, he said.

Meanwhile, the ministry of
home affairs (MHA) said on Sun-
day that banks,ATMs and quitea
few markets were kept open,“2.5
lakh sheep”were made available,
and the district magistrates had
made “elaborate arrangements”
for Eid.

Benami law: I-T
attaches Delhi
bungalow, FDI
funds of Kamal
Nath’s kin

New Delhi, August 11

THE INCOME TAX Department
on Sunday said it has attached
benami assets worth ¥300-crore
bungalow in a posh Delhi local-
ity and $40 million funds
brought from a Mauritius-based
entity in connection with its
probe against businessman
Ratul Puri, nephew of Madhya
Pradesh chief minister Kamal
Nath,and his father.

It said a provisional order of
attachment against Puri’s has
been issued under section 24(3)
of the Prohibition of Benami
Property Transactions Act, 1988.
Thelawwas lying inoperative and
was enforced from November
2016 by the Modi government.

The I-T Department, last
month, similarly attached 3254
crore worth of “benami” equity of
Puri,which he s stated to have al-
legedlyreceived from a suspectin
the AgustaWestland VVIP chopper
scam case via shell companies.

Puri, chairman of Hindustan
Powerprojects Pvt (HPP) Ltd, is
also being probed by the En-
forcement Directorate in the
3,600 crore VVIP chopper
probe case and the central
agency had recently got issued a
non-bailable warrant against
him from alocal court here.

The attached bungalow, in
the heart of the Lutyens Zone, is
located at 27A,AP] Abdul Kalam
Road (formerly Aurangzeb
Road), and is registered in the
name of Ramaa Advisors, a
Moser Baer group concern.

The optical storage firm is
promoted and owned by Ratul
Puri’s father Deepak Puri.
Deepak Puri’s wife Nita is Kamal
Nath’s sister.

“The immovable property at
APJ Abdul Kalam Road was pur-
chased utilising a foreign direct
investment of $3 million from a
British Virgin Islands based shell
company, Bronson Financial on
along-term basis for the purpose
of software development in
2002,”the department said.

A locked Jamia Masjid in Srinagar on Sunday

Mobile vans have been de-
ployed for door-to-door deliv-
ery of vegetables, LPG cylin-
ders, poultryand eggs,and “six
mandis/ markets” have been
established in Srinagar city,
it said.

Treasuries, banks and ATMs
have been made functional, re-
plenishment of cash in ATMs has
been ensured on regular basis
and people are withdrawing
money from ATMs as and when
required, it said, adding that
salaries of all employees and
wages of casual labourers too
have been released in advance.

Ration ‘ghats’ in every dis-
trict have started functioning to
supply groceries. Of the 3,697
ration ‘ghats’ in Kashmir divi-
sion, 3,557 have been made op-
erational to provide essentials to
the public.

Special and elaborate
arrangements have been made
for the safe return of Hajis from
Saudi Arabia, for which flights
will commence on August 18.All
deputy commissioners have
nominated nodal officers to be
stationed at the airport from Au-
gust 18, to facilitate their return
to their homes.

The government has stocked
wheat to suffice for 65 days, rice

for 55 days, mutton for 17 days,
poultry for one month, kerosene
for 35 days, LPG for one month,
and diesel and petrol for 28 days,
it said.

All bakery, poultry and mut-
ton shops were kept open on
Sunday and long queues were
seen outside these shops, it said,
adding that traffic is plying
smoothly in Srinagar city.

All health institutions at pri-
mary,secondaryand tertiarylevel
inKashmir division are function-
ing fully with sufficient number
of doctors and para-medical staff
on duty. The identity cards of
medical staffers are being treated
as movement passes, it said,
adding thatall medicinesarealso
available in sufficient quantity in
allhealth institutions.

Flights are operating as per
the schedule and air tickets too
are being treated as movement
passes, it said. Magistrates have
been deployed at every critical
place to act as facilitators for the
convenience of general public.As
many as 300 special telephone
booths are being established to
help public to communicate with
their kin and relatives, it said.

Arrangements have also
been made to ensure water and
power supply, it said.

Shah: No benefit to country,
Kashmir from Article 370

UNION HOME minister
Amit Shah said on Sunday
that he had “no confusion”
in his mind about the re-
moval of special status un-
der Article 370 in Jammu
and Kashmir, which was of
“no benefit to the coun-
try...or for Kashmir”.

Reiterating his argu-
ment in Parliament that the
government’s decision will
put an end to terrorism in
the state, and lead to devel-
opment, Shah said: “As aleg-
islator there was no confu-
sion in my mind about the
decision... I firmly believe
there was no benefit to the
country from it, or for Kash-
mir. It should have been re-
moved much before. As
home minister, I had no
confusion on what will hap-
pen after Article 370.”

Shah was speaking at an
event to mark the release of
the book “Listening, Learn-
ing & Leading..” on Vice
President M Venkaiah
Naidu’s two-year term in of-
fice. Speaking at the event,
Naidu said the abrogation of
Article 370 was in “national
interest”. “It was the need of
the hour, people of the
country should stand with
Jammu and Kashmir... We
should all think in terms of
national interest rather than
party interest. This should
not be treated as a political
issue but as a national issue
as Kashmir is an integral
part of India,” he said.

“Whatever problems are
faced by the people of Kash-
mir, we have to stand by
them and assuage their feel-
ings and see to it that steps
are taken to restore nor-
malcy,” Naidu said.

Union minister Prakash
Javadekar,who was also part
of the event, claimed that
Kashmir has been peaceful
after the government’s deci-
sion.“Not even a single tear-

gas shell has been fired,” he
said. Shah, meanwhile,
praised the Vice President’s
handling of the Rajya Sabha
as its chairman on the day
the Jammu and Kashmir de-
cision was taken up in the
Upper House. Shah said his
apprehension was whether
it would lead to ugly scenes
similar to those during the
bifurcation of Andhra
Pradesh.

“We do not have such a
majority there (Rajya
Sabha)...Still I decided that I
will take it to the Rajya
Sabha first and then Lok
Sabha... It was the appropri-
ate handling of affairs of the
House by him (Naidu)... I
want to acknowledge his ef-
ficiency in handling the af-
fairs of the House,” Shah
said.

Meanwhile, Tamil movie
superstar Rajinikanth, who
spoke at the event, praised
Shah for his role as home
minister on Article 370.

“My heartfelt congratu-
lations for his Mission Kash-
mir operations. The way you
conducted it, hats off. The
speech you delivered in Par-
liament was fantastic. Now
people have come to know
who is Amit Shah. I am
happy about that,” Ra-
jinikanth said.

“So Amit Shah ji and
Modi ji are like the Krishna-
Arjuna combination. We
don’t know who is Krishna,
who is Arjuna, they only
know,” he said.

Rajinikanth had an-
nounced his plan to enter
politics early last year but
delayed action on the
ground. On Saturday, DMK
and other Opposition par-
ties in the state had de-
manded that the Centre take
a delegation of leaders of
parties to Jammu and Kash-
mir to “assess the real situa-
tion” there. — PTI

THE DEATH TOLL in Kerala
floods mounted to 60 even as
rains abated on Sunday after
pounding the state for days,
while the situation remained
grim in Karnataka, Maharashtra
and Gujarat where 97 people
have lost their lives so far due to
the monsoon fury.

All rivers are in spate in Kar-
nataka where the UNESCO world
heritage site in Hampi, on the
banks of the Tungabhadra River
in Ballari district, has been inun-
dated after over 1.70 lakh cusec
water was released from a reser-
voir on Sunday morning. Tourists
in Hampi have been shifted to
safer places, officials said.

The unprecedented deluge
since last week has left 31 people
dead and displaced four lakh
people in 80 talukas of 17 dis-
tricts in Karnataka.

Union home minister Amit
Shah undertook an aerial survey
of the flood-affected areas of
Karnataka and Maharashtra.

InKerala,over 2.27 lakh peo-
ple have taken shelterin 1,551
relief camps. Chief minister
Pinarayi Vijayan reviewed the
flood situation with senior offi-
cials on Sundayand later told re-
porters that the toll in rain-re-
lated incidents since August 8
has touched 60.

Flight operations at the
Kochi international airport re-
sumed on Sunday afternoon,
two days after it was shut due to
inundation of the runway area.
